More than that, | am impressed with the beauty of the facility (even in spite of so many buildings
being shuttered). It provides the space that comforts resident, allowing them to move about and giving them a safe
haven where they can be in touch with the outdoors without feeling threatened by traffic or a world that is
unfriendly to them.

Most of all, I am impressed with the community that the residents have created for themselves. When we are
together with them at an event, it is always touching to see them looking out for one another, greeting each other
(even when they don't have a spoken language to use to give the greeting).

It seems wrong, utterly wrong, to me to think about robbing them of their
home. Deciding to close (or to decrease the population) of the Center, when is it the only home that they have had
for so many years is cruel. What you should really be thinking about is how to make better use of the facility by
increasing this adult population that has had the misfortune of being born with less than the rest of us have.
