Your Comments About the Staff Report, Including Recommendations Supported or 
Opposed: 
I am writing in regards to removal of licensing requirements for Medical Radiographers.  I feel this would be
 detrimental to the care of patients in all healthcare settings.  With recent studies outlining over radiation of patients
 during CT scans, and the effects of ionizing radiation given during medical procedures.  Removing the licensing
 requirements would allow for non licensed individuals to complete diagnostic imaging, including testing requiring
 ionizing radiaton producing exams.  This would cause a decrease in image quality and an increase in radiation
 exposure to the patient.  The specialized training completed by a licensed Radiographer's includes radiation physics,
 physiological effects, and safety of utilizing ionizing radiation to perform diagnostic imaging.  I will include some
 other bullet points below for your consideration. 

•       Licensure for radiologic technologists ensures that patients are being 
treated by individuals who have met education and certification standards. 
•       Licensed radiologic technologists administer ionizing radiation, a known 
carcinogen, in the lowest dose possible to patients in order to create medical images and to treat cancers and other
 illnesses. Unlicensed personnel do not know how to administer low doses of radiation and still achieve quality
 images or effective treatments. 
•       Licensure for radiologic technologists preserves the state’s right to 
penalize individuals who may not treat patients according to professional standards or administer radiation
 correctly.  Without licensure, the state cannot protect its citizens from untrained individuals.
